Nearby is the lovingly    
restored Melinsey Mill where you can relax in a charming valley with a 
delicious Cornish cream tea. 

The Roseland Stores in Veryan has a variety of provisions in stock and is 
just a few steps away. The New Inn is also just a short walk and offers 
good value pub food. Other pubs nearby include the Ship at Portlow, the 
King's Head at Ruan Lanihorne and the Roseland Inn at Philleigh. The City 
of Truro is 13 miles away and offers a wide selection of shopping       
including a Tesco, Sainsbury and M&S.
